Code of Conduct
Conduct of meetings

Members must be courteous to each other at all times and allow everyone the chance to speak , members should show by way of raising their arm that they wish to speak and await the Chair giving them the go ahead.
Members must not swear or use other inappropriate or aggressive language.
Members must remember that the purpose of the meeting is to benefit residents generally and not specific individuals. Discussion of individual problems should be limited to sharing ideas that will benefit other residents with similar concerns or in seeking advice and support in tackling problems. 

Members of the Association should follow the guidance of the Chair in the conduct of the meeting at all times.
The Chair has the right to ask anyone who does not follow this Code of Conduct to leave the meeting.

General Conduct of Members
Members of the Association must at all times be aware of and abide by the rules set down in the Association’s Constitution this is for media, social sites, meetings and everyday life on the estate and abide by the law.
Members should not act in a way that might bring the Association into disrepute.

Everyone who lives in our area is welcome to be a member of the Association, to attend meetings and be on social websites. 
Members must abide by our ethos of equal opportunities and not discriminate against other members on the basis of age, gender, sexuality, race or cultural background.

General Conduct of the Committee

Committee Members are there to sign post residents in the right direction to help with their issues.
They should not be negative or argumentative with residents. If an issue should arise it should be handed to the Chair to deal with.

Committee members should observe collective responsibility for Committee decisions.
Conflicts of Interest 

Members should disclose any interest, whether personal or on behalf of any group they represent, that they consider could affect or influence their approach to the matter under discussion.
If the interest is financial or otherwise of a significant nature, the Committee may take whatever steps they consider necessary to avoid a conflict of interest. This may include asking the Committee member concerned to leave the room during discussion of the matter or requesting that they abstain on any vote.
Political Affiliation and Activity
The political affiliation or activity of a member may be considered a conflict of interest, as outlined above.
Association members must not use Association meetings to further any personal political agenda such as a campaign for elected office.
Association meetings may only be used for political campaigning as part of a specifically organised hustings event, and only if the opportunity is extended to all candidates, even if they are not Association members.
Confidentiality
Members should respect the confidentiality of all those who attend meetings. 

Confidential information about individual tenants and residents must not be discussed at public meetings.
