Ron is having a nightmare getting the underpass between Netherfield and Ashland, street lights repaired. He has talked to numerous people and they state they are working fine but they are still out. 


Julia has been out and put leaflets on the local fly tipping. She was told where it came from but she could not knock as there was no proof of this. 

April brought to out attention that people are reporting issues on the estate and the council are replying that it has been cleared up / taken away but it hasn't and the rubbish or dumped items are still in the same place, this was also confirmed by Deanna who had emails stating the same. John said we should compile a list and take it higher to feed this back that it isn't getting done. 

Serco have been on the estate leaf picking and clearing. He wants the road sweeper back to do the roads a little better. 

There is dog mess around the estate a lot, there are poop bins but these do seem to overflow regular.  April advised that Donna has taken it up with Julie, Tony Brown was supposed to do a walk around with April and Donna and Julie in the new year to look at the dog poop bins as they are rotten and corroded. We need to look into how often these are emptied as they do not seem to be emptied on a regular basis.

	Cafe / Fridge / Larder  
Larder is finishing on the 17th December, closed the following week. We will open the fridge that week though as most fridges aren't opening so we are to get the collections for the estate, we will be opening the community fridge Christmas eve and new years eve.

April asked weather cafe should be weekly going forward or every other week, it was agreed every other week as we have other ventures in the pipeline. 

Kevin called April before the meeting to say he couldn't come to the meeting but what was her thoughts on feeding people over the winter period. Donna had mentioned this in the previous meeting and we had agreed to do a Thursday. Kevin would like to know if we are committed to doing this from January to March, this has to be a guarantee commitment. It was agreed by all that these are the cold months of the year and the months people struggle the most. We need to decide what if anything we are doing along side a meal to keep people entertained. Kirsty is happy to cook, April is also happy to cook, we can speak to other residents and see who else would like to participate. 

For the community fridge we are doing raffles to bring in some monies for the Christmas period. Sofea will be getting the licence to enable us to do raffles.

Kirsty see that one of the fridges on one of the new estates they are doing little boxes that have veg and what ever is available, larder members can buy these packs on top of their membership to top there shopping up. April was thinking of doing this for our larder.
