	Café / Larder / Fridge / Warm Room 
Community Fridge - There will be changes coming to the community fridges and the way they run. Bath house wants to branch the funding out, and for someone to take on some tasks relating to the community fridge.

It was suggested that WCC take on the community fridge project and pay in to the project as discussed at full council WCC.
